Pickup
To streamline service for 
all, please arrive five to 
ten minutes early and 
wait at the Bus Stop Sign 
for the bus to arrive.

Service Animals
Service Animals are welcome on 
Huntsville Transit.

Stopping the bus
When the bus driver gets close to 
your stop, pull the signal device 
nearest you located above the 
windows. The driver will stop at the 
next Orbit sign location.

Transferring
As you get on the bus and pay your 
fare, let your driver know that you’ll 
need a transfer. Be sure to be spe-
cific about where you’re going and 
where you’ll need to transfer.

When you board your connecting 
bus, present your transfer to the 
new bus driver. This allows you to 
continue your trip without paying 
another fare.

Remember, a transfer is good only 
for the next connecting bus and is 
nontransferable.

Carry-ons
Carry-on items must be able to 
be carried in lap and not block the 
aisle or another seat.

No open food or drinks are allowed 
on Huntsville Transit buses.

Children under the age of two 
should be held in the responsible 
passenger’s arms or be placed in a 
car seat. Seat belts are available on 
all Orbit buses.

Huntsville Transit fare boxes 
do not currently accept credit 
cards or checks. Remember to 
have exact change. To continue 
uninterrupted transit service for 
all, Huntsville Transit drivers do 
not make change.
